All adopters must sign an adoption form, and agree the terms and conditions of adoption.  The dog remains under ownership of SLR.

Southern Lurcher Rescue would never re-claim the dog unless cruelty was proved or a bereavement in the family which resulted in the dog being without a future home.  In this respect the dog is microchipped to Southern Lurcher Rescue.

Southern Lurcher Rescue suggests an adoption contribution of £175. This takes into consideration the fact the dog has been vaccinated, micro-chipped (and neutered if applicable) and very rarely covers the actual costs involved to the Rescue in rescuing the dog you adopt. Un-neutered dogs £125.

All un-neutered dogs/bitches will be subject to a neutering agreement.
